Be aware that this tool is NOT
designed to do heavy hollowing but more for
finishing, especially the bottom of a turning

Gordon Rowland showed to the new Elbow
tool owners an economical way to make a
second tool rest holder. Shown at right is a
1"1D section of Pipe mounted into a flange
type mounting plate. All this is secured by a
bolt holding a metal square cut to fit under
the ways of the lathe. It is then locked down
by the bolt. Two (2) 1/4 x20 screws are
tapped into the pipe to allow up and down
adjustment of tool rest.
