This unit involved some, no, a lot of 
electronic know how. Mike , by using a camera similar 
to those used in colonoscopy examines, a small tablet 
like appliance some wire with the proper connectors 
and a  bit of experience produced a system that 
locates the cutting tip inside of a bowl or similar 
turnings. This is a step ahead of a laser pointer.
