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CHALLENGE PROJECT: Hollow Form 

Terrell Cohen: two small vessels, one of sycamore with lacquer finish and the other probably liquid 
amber with a Briwax finish. 

Ernie Miller: Small, long vase of cedar.  Ernie defines hollow form as having the opening smaller 
than the diameter 

Mike Magrill: a piece turned from Carob 

Bud Richmond: two pieces, one mini –hollow form of cedar and the other one Ash with a cap giving 
a “chinesee” look. 

Bob Gandy: A fair sized vessel from green avocado.  No cracks yet. Ernie Miller felt it would certainly 
crack as it dried, Ken Ray thought Avocado was one of the least likely woods to crack. Time will tell.  
Bob, keep us posted. 

 

Awilda Wilson: Nice hollow form, especially for her first attempt.  Osage orange with lots of cracks 
and lots of superglue. 

Rick Wilson: Two pieces, first failed, but Rick, brought it in to show the wall thickness in cut away 
cross section.  Second a very pretty piece of spalted Hackleberry. 

Barry Lundgren: First a tall maple vessel with a Macassar ebony finial.  Second piece a cool burl, 
probably some type of fruitwood with a lot of natural openings.  Barry likes these as it is easy to clear 
out the shavings and to look inside when turning.  He does not feel they are hard to turn as long as one 
is careful. 

George Paes: A large, low profile form turned from Black Acacia that was rough turned about 6 
months ago. 

Don Barr: First piece Walnut with a tongue oil finish.  Second turning a small piece of locust with a 
black ring separating the sapwood from the heartwood.  The black ring was not centered around the 
neck of the vessel, but Don (and others) preferred it that way.  Paraphrasing George’s  comment: if it 
was perfectly symmetrical it would be a piece of Tupperware. 

Jack Morrison:  Our brand new member brought a terrific segmented hollow form  with over 400 
pieces.
